begins.  There are many issues before the General Assembly again this year.  Typically each General Assembly 
addresses several thousand items of business each time it meets and with the alternate year General 
Assemblies the work load has increased.  There will also be many happenings of interest throughout the 
General Assembly.  In the paragraphs that follow LΩƭƭ outline ways that you may be able to observe or 
experience the General Assembly as it happens. 
First, by the time the General Assembly convenes participants from the Presbytery of South Louisiana will 
have the opportunity to write about their experience in a blog that will appear on our web site.  You may find 
the blog at www.pbysouthla.org.  Go to the lower right hand corner of the front page and you will find a series 
of blogs.  One of them will refer to the 219th General Assembly.  You will have access to the entire blog from 
that point.  The newer articles will appear at the top of the blog and the older articles will be farther down the 
page.  Please keep in mind that entries in this blog will be the opinions of the authors and will need to be 
considered in that manner. 
The General Assembly web site will also contain various articles about the actions and considerations of the 
General Assembly.

At this site you will find the official log of actions taken, a plan of what business will be 
taken up when and many other links.  For the past few GAs, there have been streaming video of major events 
like the election of the moderator, the Sunday morning worship service and many other events of interest.   

It can be found at:  www.pres-
outlook.com.  This has widely been considered the independent source of news within the Presbyterian 
Church (U.S.A.).

There are many other sources of information.  My caution to you is to be aware that the secular news services 
are looking for άǎƻǳƴŘ ōƛǘŜǎέ which are often sensational.  I am certain that news like, ά¢ƘŜ Presbyterian 
Church has eliminated ordination ǎǘŀƴŘŀǊŘǎέ might be the news article of the day.  Within our polity this is not 
possible since it would require a vote of the presbyteries before it could happen.  That will take at least a year 
and is unlikely to have happened at the General Assembly, or within the presbyteries.  I urge you to consider 
the source of the news and to seek interpretation from those who have been present for the actions of the 
GA. 
Before I leave you today I want to express my continued concern for those affected by the oil crisis in the Gulf 
of Mexico.  I believe I can speak for the Presbytery of South Louisiana in saying that our prayers continue to go 
out for everyone involved, from the families of those who were killed in the explosion of the Deepwater 
Horizon to those whose income has disappeared because of the crisis.

Then if people evacuate from their 
homes, we as church leaders can follow up on our members and friends to make sure 
everyone is safe. The presbytery has a form for clergy and Council members, so that 
presbytery leaders can be in touch In Case of Emergency (ICE).
